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Application Overview 

The Casambi mobile application complements your Bluetooth Smart enabled ultrasonic bi-

level sensors, microwave bi-level sensors, PIR bi-level sensors, two channel fixture 

controllers, and dimming wall switches by providing a simple user interface to configure the 

systemôs settings beyond what the physical controls can offer. It allows for real-time 

feedback and well as full control over your lighting solution. This guide explains the usage 

and functions of the application. 

 

Smart  
McWong/Casambi devices are smart on their own. All the intelligence is replicated in each 
node, leaving no single point of failure. The system itself is self-healing and in constant 
synchronization. In this kind of fully distributed and symmetric architecture any unit can go 
offline and catch up from others when they return back online. 
 

Connected  
McWong/Casambi devices are connected when needed. An Internet connection is not 
necessary. Bluetooth Low Energy is already implemented in smartphones and tablets, so 
communication between the user interface and the network of luminaires can be done 
without any additional gateways. 

 

User Friendly 

The system is intuitive. You do not need any new wiring, switches, devices or networks. 
Plug in the lighting fixture and pair it with your phone or tablet. No other configurations by 
a professional technician are needed. 

 

Application 

The McWong/Casambi solution is made both for the consumer market as well as the 
professional market. The user interface is made in a way that anyone - regardless of 
technical proficiency - can use the system.
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First Time Use 
 
Casambi app is easy to use. Follow these simple steps. 

1. Download the app from the Apple App Store or the Google Play Store 

2. Switch on your McWong/Casambi enabled products 

3. Open the app 

4. The Casambi app will automatically find all McWong/Casambi enabled products 
that are switched on within Bluetooth range 

5. Two options will appear to add McWong/Casambi enabled products to your profile 
a. óTake all luminaries into useô 

i. The Casambi app will automatically add all found McWong/Casambi 
enabled luminaires/products (i.e. fixture controllers, sensors, 
switches, etc.) to your default profile  

b. óAdd individually toéô 

i. The Casambi app will go to another menu to add the 
McWong/Casambi enabled luminaries/products (i.e. fixture 
controllers, sensors, switches, etc.) to a specific network 

6. Finish adding the desired McWong/Casambi enabled products to your profile

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Taking luminaires into use: Additional Information 

 
When first ótaking all luminaires into useô the Casambi app will automatically create a 
network. All the McWong/Casambi enabled luminaries/products are added to the same 
network so that they can be easily controlled from one of the tab menus. One 
McWong/Casambi enabled product can only be in one network at a time. When a 
McWong/Casambi enabled product is part of a network, it is in a ópairedô state and cannot 
be added to any other network before óunpairingô i.e. removing it from the network. 
 
The network that is automatically created is always a óNot sharedô network. This means 
that the network is only stored in the device that has created it and is not shared with other 
devices. If you would like to share the network you need to change the network sharing. 
Go to óMoreô tab and select óNetwork Setupô and óSharing Settingsô. Tap on the óSharingô to 
change the sharing mode. There are four different sharing modes: Not Shared, 
Administrator only, Password protected and Open. 
 
When you select Administrator only, Password protected or Open-mode the network will 
be uploaded to cloud server and then it can be accessed also from other mobile devices. 
Remember to add also an email address and a password for the network so it can be 
recovered later if needed. See the Sharing Settings section for more information.

Basic Gestures 
 

After you have taken your luminaires into use, they are 
displayed in the óLuminairesô tab with a picture, name,  
and the current brightness level. 
 
Here are the basic gestures how to control your lights: 
 

¶ To turn off or on your luminaire, just tap on 
the luminaire control icon 

 

¶ Press and slide luminaire control left or right 
to adjust light level of luminaire 

o The system will remember the last 
light level, so when you tap the light on 
again it will return to the same level as 
before 

 

¶ If you have a luminaire that supports more 
than one channel, you can adjust the different 
channels by holding on top of the luminaire 
control to activate the multiple channel

Basic gesture controls 
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Creating a Group 
 
In the óLuminairesô tab, it is possible to create a 
group from your luminaires and control all the 
luminaires in the group together. 
 
There are two ways to create a group: 
 

1. First method 

a. Tap on óGroupô on the top of the 
screen and select the lamps for the 
group by tapping them 

i. At the top of the application, 
you can also use the ó+ô and ó-ô 
icons to select or deselect all 
lamps 

b. Create the group by tapping the 
ófolderô icon on top 

c. Tap óDoneô to save the changes 

2. Second method 

a. Tap on the óEditô on the top of the 
screen 

b. Drag the lamp controls on top of each 
other to create a group 

 
If you want to add more lamps into the group, tap 
óEditô and drag and drop them on top of the group. 
 
If you want to edit the group, just tap the group while 
in edit mode and it will open for editing. 
 
In the edit window you can rename the group and 
remove luminaires from it by dragging and dropping 
them outside the group area. 
 
When the group is finalized and you donôt need to 
edit it anymore, tap óDoneô then óCloseô to go back to 
luminaires tab. 
 
If you want to remove a group just tap on óEditô or 
óGroupô and then tap on the óxô sign in the corner of a 
group icon.

Using a Group 
 
After creating a group, you can control the luminaires in it together. Use the basic gestures 
mentioned earlier (tap, slide and hold) to control all the luminaires in the group. 
 
If you would like to control luminaires separately, even if they are part of a group, just 
double tap the group and a screen will open where it is possible to control luminaires 
within the group separately.

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Editing a luminaire control 
 
To edit a luminaire control, either double tap the 
luminaire you want to edit or tap on the óEditô on top 
of the screen and select the luminaire you want to 
edit. 
 
In the edit screen you can adjust the luminaireôs 
state/dimming level.  
 
There is also the possibility to add different modes 
to the luminaire, allowing for different preset 
dimming levels. To create a mode, tap and hold on 
a mode option. An óEditô and óCancelô option will 
appear on the screen. Tap óEditô and set a desired 
dim level. Tap anywhere on the screen to return to 
the control menu. The dim level that was just set for 
the mode is automatically saved upon exiting the 
óEditô menu. 
 
Select the mode of the luminaire by tapping the 
desired mode option.

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You can also change the name and the icon of the 
lamp control. The icon can be a picture from your 
deviceôs gallery or you can take a new photo. 
 
Under luminaire settings you can select a óStartup 
Stateô. 
 
With the óStartup Stateô setting you can set the 
luminaire to either go to default light level or to the 
last state when switching the luminaire on. With the 
last state setting, the luminaire will go to same dim 
level as it was at when the luminaire was switched 
off. 
 
You can also determine a minimum level for the 
óLast stateô setting. Then the luminaire will always 
go to at least the minimum level when turned on. 
 
With the óUnpair deviceô button, it is possible to 
remove the luminaire from the current network.

First Time Use 
 
The óGalleryô in Casambi app is the most intuitive way of 
controlling your luminaires. Take a picture of the room 
where your devices are and place luminaire controls 
over them in the picture. 
 
To add the first picture, tap on the orange-outlined 
picture and choose whether you want to take a photo or 
use an existing picture from your deviceôs gallery. 
 
After you have taken a photo or selected a picture, it is 
added to Casambi Gallery. 
 
 
 
Next is to add luminaire controls to the picture. Tap on 
the ó+ô sign to open the selection screen with all your 
luminaires. 
 
Select a luminaire that is in the picture and confirm your 
selection with óDoneô. 
 
A luminaire control circle will appear in the center of the 
picture. Drag the control circle on top of the luminaire. 
You can resize the circle by pinching. 
 
If you have more than one luminaire in the picture, tap 
on the ó+ô sign to add other controls. When you have 
added controls over all the luminaires in the picture, tap 
on óDoneô. 
 
To return to Gallery to add more pictures, tap on óCloseô. 
 
If you would like to add more pictures tap on the ó+ô on 
top of the Gallery screen. If you donôt see a ó+ô sign then 
tap on óEditô and the ó+ô will appear. 
 
 
 
Tip: 
Take a panorama picture of your room to capture more 
luminaires in one photo.

Configuring gallery 
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Controlling luminaires 
 

After adding at least one photo, you can open it from 
Gallery and control the luminaires in it from the picture. 
Tap on a picture to open it in full screen. 
 
Use the normal gestures on the luminaire controls, tap, 
pan and hold, to control the luminaires in the picture. 
 
If you open the picture in portrait orientation, then 
related scenes are shown next to it. The scene icon is 
shown if one or more luminaires in the picture are part of 
a scene. 
 
 
Tip: 
Pan or hold anywhere outside the control circles on the 
picture to dim for all lamps together. 
 
 
 

Arranging the gallery images 
 
You can arrange the order (Android and iOS) and 
change the size of pictures in Gallery (iOS only). 
 
First tap on the óEditô on top of the screen. 
 
In edit mode, you can drag and drop pictures to arrange 
them vertically. 
 
If you want to resize the pictures, move the orange bar 
up or down between the pictures (iOS only). 
 
Confirm the changes with óDoneô.
